It can also make the /ee/ sound in ‘alien’, ‘thief’ and ‘movie’. 
Can you use these words in a sentence? How many words are in your sentence? Can you clap the words as you say your sentence? Can you think of any words that have the alternative ‘ie’ sound?
You also have 2 tricky words in your spellings to practise this week, ‘I’m’ and ‘it’s’. Remember, ‘I’m’ and ‘it’s’ are both contractions. ‘I’m’ is short for ‘it is’ and ‘it’s’ is short for ‘it is’. To help you practise these, some games have been put on your Phonics Mycity page on Education City.
