· Her father taught her how to get fossils out of the rock using a hammer and a chisel.
· As an adult, Mary made many important fossil discoveries which changed what we know about the world today.
· She found a giant fossil that no one had seen before. It was a giant creature called an Ichthyosaurus.
· The men of science who came to see her discoveries did not give Mary any credit for what she found as she was a woman and poor.
